Regulating Seasonal Fireworks Sales Structures and Signs

            Whereas, Article 8 of Chapter 17 of Title 8 of the Code of Alabama, §§8-17-210 through 8-17-226, regulates the manufacture, distribution, sale and display of fireworks; and

            Whereas, Article 8 provides for year-long retailers and seasonal retailers during the two designated fireworks seasons (June 20-July 10 and December 15-January 2) from permanent buildings or from temporary or moveable stands; and

            Whereas, the normal practice is for the owners or operators of the seasonal fireworks facilities to place the modular or mobile building shortly prior to the beginning of each fireworks season and to remove it shortly after the end of that fireworks season; and

            Whereas, the City has received complaints that an owner or operator of a seasonal fireworks facility left the modular or mobile building far beyond the end of the fireworks season, but less than the 60 day period (or 120 day period with a renewal) permitted by City Code Sections 130-448 and 130-449(d);

            Now, Therefore, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GADSDEN, ALABAMA, as follows:

            Section 1.   The City Code is amended by adding a new section, designated as Section 130-356, as follows:

Sec. 130-356.  Seasonal fireworks sales.          

            A seasonal fireworks business may place a temporary facility at a site permitted under the zoning ordinance no sooner than May 20 for the June 20-July 10 fireworks season and no sooner than November 15 for the December 15-January 2 fireworks season.  The temporary facility must be removed from that location no later than July 30 for the June 20-July 10 fireworks season and no later than January 30 for the December 15-January 2 fireworks season.  Signs related to the business may be placed on the site no sooner than the temporary facility and must be removed from the site at the same time as the temporary facility.  The business must comply with all requirements of state law and be permitted by the state fire marshal.

            Section 2.         A violation of this ordinance shall be punished as provided in Section 1-7 of the City Code.
