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ORDINANCE  NO. O-19-07
Amending Section 2 of Ordinance No. O-05-07

Regarding Doors at Public Toilet Facilities

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GADSDEN, ALABAMA, as follows:


Section 1.
Section 2 of Ordinance No. O-05-07 is amended to read as follows:


Section 101.1 Title.  These regulations shall be known as the Building Code of the City of Gadsden, hereinafter referred to as “this code.”


Sections 112.1 through 112.3 Board of Appeals.  These sections are not adopted. All appeals shall be to the building code board of appeals established by Section 18-34(a) of the City Code.


Section 1109.2.3. Door swing at public toilet facilities.  When not otherwise restricted by this code or other building codes and life safety codes adopted by the city, all doors leading out of public toilet facilities shall swing in the direction of travel.


Section 1612.3 Establishment of flood hazard areas.  To establish flood hazard areas, the city council shall adopt a flood hazard map and supporting data.  The flood hazard map shall include, at a minimum, areas of special flood hazard as identified by the Federal Emergency Management Agency in an engineering report entitled The Flood Insurance Study for the City of Gadsden, Alabama, dated April 4, 1983, as amended or revised, with the accompanying Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) and Flood Boundary and Floodway Map (FBFM) and related supporting data, along with any revisions thereto.  The adopted flood hazard map and supporting data are hereby adopted by reference and declared to be part of this section.


Section 3410.2 Applicability.  Structures existing prior to the effective date of this ordinance, in which there is work involving additions, alterations or changes of occupancy shall be made to conform to the requirements of this section or the provisions of Sections 3403 through 3407.  The provisions in Sections 3410.2.1 through 3410.2.5 shall apply to existing occupancies that will continue to be, or are proposed to be, in Groups A, B, E, F, M, R, S and U.  These provisions shall not apply to buildings with occupancies in Group H or I.


Section 2.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.  The City Council hereby declares that it would have passed this ordinance, and each section, subsection, clause or phrase thereof, regardless of the fact that any one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses and phrases were declared unconstitutional or invalid.


Section 3.  This ordinance and the rules, regulations, provisions, requirements, orders and matters established and adopted hereby shall take effect and be in full force and effect from and after April 1, 2007.
